4. Applicant Eligibility
Undergraduate students who fulfill all the requirements below are eligible to apply.
1. Full-time undergraduate Year 2 students(non-PEAK) and Year 1 for PEAK students
2. Students, who earned or expect to earn 6 credits or more from at least two of the three
categories of the GLP Designated Courses by the end of 2A Semester. If credits are expected
to earn in 2A Semester, students need to submit the final Grade Reports to the GLP Office.



3. Students, who will advance to Year 3 (PEAK Year 2)
(NOTE) If students fail to satisfy application eligibility, the University of Tokyo will
retrospectively cancel the admission to GLP-GE(IL.

Selection Criteria
Applicants will be screened and selected through a comprehensive process based on the evaluation
of the following criteria.
1. Students must demonstrate strong interest in playing a leading role internationally in the future.
2. Students with a high level of communication skills in English and thus able to keep up with the
GESIL classes in English, communicate with professors and other students while studying abroad
and so on. In principle, an IELTS score of 7.0 or TOEFL iBT score of 100 is required to be
accepted. However, students with a score slightly below the above requirement will also be
considered for admission and their English proficiency will be evaluated comprehensively through
the application documents and the interview.
3. The following factors will also be taken into account.

* Excellence in academic grades for the Junior Division of College of Arts and Sciences

* High motivation and capability to participate in the GEfIL Program in addition to your studies

at the Senior Division.

Application Procedures
All documents should be written in English unless otherwise specified.
1. Application Documents;

1. Application-related web site is available online at: http:/www.glp.u-tokyo.ac.jp/en/ .

You need to register yourself first, then complete the application sheet and
submit it through the web site by the deadline stated in 6-2.

2. Grade Reports (a copy of UTask-Web) up to 2S Semester and TOEFL/IELTS
Score Record must be either posted or hand-delivered to the GLP-Office by
the deadline stated in 6-2.

3. The application will be screened only when the documents for both no.1 and

no.2 have been submitted.

*Please note:

1. A copy of your TOEFL score record available online is also acceptable. As for IELTS, a
copy of your score record is required, since a screenshot of the online certificate does not
show the necessary information for personal identification.

2. Students who meet the requirement below are exempted from submission of the score
record. Please describe your background or educational history in the designated space of the
application form. If you have any concerns about your eligibility, please consult with the GLP-
Office.

[English Proficiency Requirement]



Students who have received an English-medium education for at least 4 years of the first 6
years of education and at least 5 years of the next 6 years of education are exempt from

submitting English proficiency test scores.

Selection for admission is based on the evaluation of the application documents and interview.

Interviews are conducted only with those applicants, who pass the document assessment .

Interview notification will be sent to the eligible students via email by Friday, September 29th.
Interviews conducted in English are scheduled between October 6 (Fri.) and November
2 (Thu.) and will last about 20 minutes. Those who will be interviewed need to confirm the
following two items BEFORE booking the interview date/time through web site.

1. Decision of the Senior Division; please fill in as ‘Arts and Science’

2. Completion of GLP Designated Course (please refer to 4. Application Eligibility-2)
Please complete your web application form by entering the information of the GLP
Designated Courses of 6 credits or more you have taken up to 2A Semester.

Selection result of the interview will be emailed to all interviewees in late November.
